Phone conversation April 3, 1982

They took an old French boat from NYC around Greenland (because submarines in normal shipping lanes) to Glasgow. Train to South Hampton where they boarded a rickety old boat to cross the channel. Asked the skipper why they didn’t use a good ship. He told them that last week 73 ships were lost crossing the channel and maybe they didn’t want to lose any more good ones.

Outside of Paris he and a friend walked through a mine field without knowing it.

Boarded a train which was supposed to bring them to the 89th in Germany. He got to ride with the officers because he had a constant nosebleed. He even got into the engine and helped the driver. The French driver stopped at his village and refused to go any further. Finally they found someone who drove them into Belgium where they got lost. Only had 3 days of rations for the train ride. On the 5th day the tracks ended so they got off and began walking east. Finally trucks were organized and they caught up with the 89th in southern Germany.

They trapped with Russians on opposite side some Germans on the Czech border just before the war ended.
